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Introduction

Disclaimer

The authors of the current paper do not, by any means, support the existence of the self
proclaimed authorities in the eastern territory of Republic of Moldova and recognizes only the
Constitutional authorities of the Republic of Moldova. The aim of the document is to provide an
argued assessment of the freedom of assembly situation on the left bank region of Republic of
Moldova.

Any documents or facts that are presented in the current study which are qualified by the self
proclaimed authorities from the left bank region of Republic of Moldova as lawful documents
and procedures are void and do not have any legal value. The meaning of their presentation is
strictly related to providing full and comprehensive information, and data based argumentation
on the status of Freedom of Assembly in the region and the compliance to the international
standards.

The eastern region of Republic of Moldova is temporary outside the control of the
constitutional authorities and acts, and therefore the freedom of assembly is subjected to the
formal provisions issued by the self proclaimed authorities. The study discusses the provisions,
procedures and the limits of freedom of assembly provided by the documentation issued by the
self proclaimed authorities of the so-called priednestrovian moldavian republic (further on
pmr).



Executive summary

The purpose of the current study is to asses the level of compliance of the formal framework of
freedom of assembly in the eastern territories of Republic of Moldova to the international
standards of human rights.

The analysis goes through the international standards of freedom of assembly, explaining the
main documents and provisions regulating the legal framework at the European level. The main
international documents that are reffered to are the International Covenant on Civil and
Political Rights and the European Convention on Human Rights, as well as the OSCE Guidelines
on Freedom of Assembly as a principial guidance document. Subsequently the study makes a
thorough analysis of the provisions in force in the eastern region of the country. The main
document is the law on assemblies adopted in 2002 (amended in 2005), as well as the relevant
provisions of the constitution, the law on freedom of conscience and religion, the code of
administrative offences and the criminal code, all issued by the self proclaimed authorities from
the left bank region of Republic of Moldova, regulating the freedom of assembly in the region.

The major finding of the study is that the “legislation” of the pmr concerning freedom of
assembly in the region is partially compliant with international human rights standards of
freedom of assembly. During the last 11 years the formal framework has been modified 3 times,
each time getting aligned closer to the international standards. The law in force still contains a
number of provisions inconsistent with the international standards. The inconsistencies relate
mainly to the provisions concerning the organizers, the spontaneous and simultaneous
assemblies, places of assemblies and some other limitations.

Some of the formulations in the text are ambiguous and, if applied excessively,
can be used to seriously violate the freedom of assmebly of targeted individuals.



International standards of freedom of
assembly

Freedom of assembly is one of the essential freedoms that lay at the basis of a modern
democratic society. The freedom of assembly can be defined as the individual right to come
together and collectively express, promote, pursue and defend common interests. The first
significant mention of freedom of assembly in a contemporary document was made in the
Universal Declaration of Human Rights (UDHR)..

Universal Declaration of Human Rights (UDHR)

Article 20 (1)
Everyone has the right to freedom of peaceful assembly and association.

The declaration has no legal power constraint, but has stated a general vector for the
development of the institution by the following documents. The UDHR has been the basis for
subsequent international documents.

The international and regional European standards on freedom of assembly derive from two
legal instruments: the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights (ICCPR)" and the
European Convention for the Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms (ECHR)
and optional protocols. ™

Freedom of assembly is often provided in legal documents in conjunction with the freedom of
association because of the logical connection between them and because of the juridical
sequence. Still each of these freedoms has its own interpretation and in the national legislation
they are often provided separately.

International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights (ICCPR)

Article 21

“The right of peaceful assembly shall be recognized. No restrictions may be placed on
the exercise of this right other than those imposed in conformity with the law and
which are necessary in a democratic society in the interests of national security or
public safety, public order, the protection of public health or morals or the protection of
the rights and freedoms of others

European Convention on Human Rights (ECHR)

Article 11 - Freedom of assembly and association

1. Everyone has the right to freedom of peaceful assembly and to freedom of association
with others, including the right to form and to join trade unions for the protection of
his interests.

2. No restrictions shall be placed on the exercise of these rights other than such as are
prescribed by law and are necessary in a democratic society in the interests of national




security or public safety, for the prevention of disorder or crime, for the protection of
health or morals or for the protection of the rights and freedoms of others. This article
shall not prevent the imposition of lawful restrictions on the exercise of these rights by
members of the armed forces, of the police or of the administration of the State.

The compliance with the above mentioned provisions of each of the two legal instruments is
monitored by specially created bodies:

- the implementation of the ICCPR by its states parties is monitored by a body of
independent experts — the UN Human Rights Committee. All State Parties are obliged to
submit regular reports to the Committee on how the rights are being implemented.

- the European Court of Human Rights is the court established by the ECHR to hear
complaints that a contracting state has violated the human rights enshrined in the
Convention and its protocols.

Both ICCPR and ECHR state that no restrictions shall be placed on the exercise of assembly
rights other than such as are:

1. Prescribed by law, and

2. Are necessary in a democratic society, in the interests of:

national security or public safety,

for the prevention of disorder or crime,

for the protection of health or morals, or

for the protection of the rights and freedoms of others.

These are basically the frames under which the national legislation is allowed to limit the
freedom of assembly on their territories.

The Jurisprudence of the ECHR is a complementary tool which regulates the level of compliance
with the international standards under the national jurisdictions.

Another important contributor to the regulation of freedom of peaceful assembly is the
Organization for Security and Cooperation in Europe (OSCE) that has also affirmed its
commitment to pursuing the compliance of freedom of assembly through various acts, charters
and documents.”

The OSCE Guidelines on Freedom of Assembly’ represents a comprehensive document that
describes the way assemblies should be organized, the procedural issues, cases of restrictions,
and the responsibilities of both the law enforcement bodies and of the organizers.

The section A of the Guidelines provides” 6 principles to be respected by the national
authorities in regards of freedom of assembly.

The principles generally state that any assembly should be allowed to take place as long as is
doesn’t loose the peaceful nature or as long as forbidden situations do not occur. The organizer
of an assembly should not be required to carry out an excessively bureaucratic procedure.



Under these conditions the state authorities have the duty of protecting the peaceful assembly
and its participants. The authorities have, as well, the role of protecting the public order and
the rights and interests of non participants. In order to do so, the state authorities have to put
in place adequate mechanisms and procedures that will secure both the participants and the
non-participants to assemblies. The national law should state clearly what public authorities are
responsible for public assemblies.

If the authorities undertake any actions limiting anyhow the freedom of assembly it should be
based on legal provisions and be compatible with the international human rights standards. Any
intrusion of the state authorities must be proportionate and should be clearly provided by law.

Peaceful assembly should not be denied except in situations of national security or public
safety. Restrictions and limitations to assemblies are only acceptable if provided by law and if
applied in accordance with the legal procedures. International standards limit and require the
use of force by authorities only as a last resort, in proportion to the threat posed, and in a way
to minimize damage or injury.

The OSCE Guidelines also provide for the situations when restrictions to assemblies can be
imposed.

The OSCE Guidelines on Freedom of Assembly

Restrictions on Freedom of Assembly

1. Legitimate grounds for restriction. Legitimate grounds for restriction are prescribed in
universal and regional human rights instruments, and these should not be supplemented
by additional grounds in domestic legislation.

2. Restrictions on time, place and manner. A broad spectrum of possible restrictions that
do not interfere with the message communicated are available to the regulatory
authority. As a general rule, assemblies should be facilitated within sight and sound of
their target audience.

Regarding the procedural and practical aspects of assemblies’ management, the guidelines
make some recommendations based on the international best practices and on the positive
interpretation of the international standards on freedom of assembly. In this respect regarding
the procedural issues:

The OSCE Guidelines on Freedom of Assembly

Procedural issues

Advance notice. The legal provisions concerning advance notice should require a notice of
intent rather than a request for permission. The notification process should not be
onerous or bureaucratic.




Spontaneous assemblies. The law should explicitly provide for an exception from the
requirement of advance notice where giving advance notice is impracticable

Simultaneous assemblies. Where notification is given for two or more assemblies at the
same place and time, they should be facilitated as much as possible. Emphasis should be
placed on the state’s duty to prevent disruption of the main event where counter-
demonstrations are organized.

The above standards and provisions only apply to peaceful assemblies. The un-peaceful
assemblies are considered to be unlawful and do not benefit of the specific protection due to

freedom of assembly.



Formal provisions on freedom of
assemblies in the left bank region of
Republic of Moldova

The current section provides an overview of the legal and institutional provisions on freedom of
assembly issued by the self proclaimed authorities of the left bank region of Republic of
Moldova.

The main provisions governing the freedom of assembly in the region are made up of: the law
on assemblies adopted in 2002 (amended in 2005)", provisions of the constitution"", the
provisions of the law on freedom of conscience and religion™ , the provisions of the code of
administrative offences* and the provisions of criminal code”.

The constitution that was issued on January 17, 1996, provides in a separate
article (32xif) for a generaly guaranteed right to peaceful assembly in the form of
meetings, rallies, marches, demonstrations and pickets that do not violate the
rule of law and the rights of other citizens. The article also provides that the
order of the activities concerning the organization of peaceful assemblies is
determined by law.

The "law” that governs the freedom of assembly in the region is the law on the organization
and conduct of assemblies issued on December 5, 2002 and amended on August 11, 2005. This
is the main document that governs the procedural and practical issues of freedom of assembly
in the region.

The provisions of the law replaced the presidential decree “on the order of notice of local
government about the rallies, marches, demonstrations and picketing in the streets, squares

and in other open public spaces settlements”™". The decree was issued on February 15, 2000 and

was in power until the abrogation by the current law.

The provisions regulating the freedom of assembly in the regions have evolved along with each
legislative piece adopted. The decree from 2000 was a brief document that stated the basic
procedures with a few complementary provisions. The law issued in 2002 was a more
elaborated document. It stated an authorisation procedure for the organization of an assembly
and provided some important limitations for participants and related issues. The ammended
“law” from 2005, based on the text from 2002, brings some imporvements, especially in what
concerning the organization procedure, but keeps some of the unfavorable provisions as well.

We will further provide a detailed description and analysis of the provisions of this document.

Provisions of the law on the organization and conduct of assemblies issued on December 5,
2002, amended on August 11, 2005



The provisions of the latest version of the law on the organization and conduct of assemblies
(in force) that was amended and republished in a new version on August 11, 2005 are subject of
the following description and analysis.

As stated, the law regulates the right to freedom of assembly guaranteed by the constitution,
associated with the notification procedures and the conduct of all the actors involved in the
development of an assembly. The law is structured into six chapters:

Chapter 1. General Provisions (art. 1-6),

Chapter 2. Procedures for organizing and holding assemblies (art. 7-18);

Chapter 3. Rights, obligations and responsibilities of organizers and participants (art.
19-21);

Chapter 4. Rights, obligations and responsibilities of local administration and militia
(art. 22-25);

Chapter 5. Warrantees for Citizens on Freedom of Assembly (articles 26-36);

Chapter 6. Final provisions (articles 37-38);

The text of the law, published on some web pages of the self proclaimed
authorities, contains some inconsistent information: articles 33-36 contain
identical provisions with the articles 29-32. The fact suggests a reckless atitude
towards the text at least at the elaboration stage of the document.

We will provide below an overview of the main aspects of the “law”, based on the key elements
of an assembly with considerations of human rights international standards.

3.1 Definition of assembly
Articles 2, 3, 4"

The “law” states that an assembly is a peaceful and volunteer gathering of people in a public
space. The “law” gives a long definition saying literally that “An assembly is an open, accessible
to everyone action, undertaken by the will and initiative of citizens which aims to freely express
and form opinions on issues of public life, to bring these issues to the attention of citizens, public
authorities, government bodies, local authorities and associations, or to address certain
requirements to the specified authorities and associations, as well as to promulgate, protect or
support any significant social initiatives.”

In addition, it explains some of the forms of assemblies, such as: meetings, demonstrations,
manifestations, processions, picketing, strike, hunger strike and other forms.

Assemblies organized by public authorities, electoral and religious assemblies, as well as
assemblies organized in specially adapted spaces are not subject to the current “law”
provisions.

Only peaceful and unarmed assemblies are legal and allowed.
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3.2 Notification of assemblies
Articles 10, 19 (2, 3), 22

The text provides for the notification procedure. Organizers of assemblies have to submit a
notification no sooner than 15 days and no later than 10 day before the event. The request
must be submitted to local administration authorities, which can not refuse the notification if
the organizer has provided an exhaustive list of details about the assembly: purpose and
location; form of assembly; date; hour; forms and methods of ensuring public order; intention to
use sound-amplifying or other technical means; names and address of organizer; route;
estimated number of participants; required public services; date of notification; contacts.

In case of simultaneous assemblies or in case the notification provides for a prohibited space,
public authorities must give the organizer a written reasoned proposal, no later than 3 days
after the notification was received, offering a different space and/or time. The organizer has the
obligation of communicating his decision about the place and/or time proposed by the public
authorities, no later than 3 days before the assembly. Under the same conditions, public
administration can make reasoned proposals to the organizer to eliminate the inconsistencies
with the current “law” form the specified objectives, forms and other terms of the assembly
from the notification.

If, based on the information provided in the notification, the administration has any reason to
assume that the objectives and form of the planned assembly are not in conformity with the
“constitution” of the pmr, it can provide the organizer written reasoned warning about the
possibility of being prosecuted in accordance with the “law”.

The notification procedure replaces the authorization procedure that was instituted by the prior
“law” on assemblies, in power between 2002-2005.

Acording to the “law” on freedom of conscience and religion™ in case of religious assemblies,
the organizer is due to submit an aplication to receive a permision no later than ten days before
the assembly. In cases of urgency the term is not compulsory.

3.3 Organizers, participants of assemblies
Articles 5, 8, 9, 15, 19 (2k, 5), 26, 28"

Only citizens who are not imprisoned, persons with legal capacity aged 18, and officially
recognized juridical persons can organize assemblies. The “law” provides that foreign citizens
and stateless persons cannot act as organizers of assemblies.

The participation in assemblies is strictly on volunteer basis. Coercion to participate in
assemblies is prohibited.

Persons carrying alcohol, armed persons, persons carrying objects that can be used to hurt
other persons, persons hiding their faces, persons masked otherwise, persons disturbing public
order or blocking public transportation are not allowed to participate in assemblies.

Foreign citizens and stateless persons who stay legally in the region can participate in
assemblies on equal basis and have the same rights as the citizens.
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Any mass-media representative can assist an assembly using any technical means for recording
on the condition of possessing a mass-media permit.

Organizers and participants with organizational responsibilities have to ware special
identification signs during the assemblies.

3.4 Conditions for assemblies, places of assemblies
Articles 2(3, b), 3, 11, 12*"

Assemblies could be held free of charge only in public spaces (squares, parks and other open
space settlements) between 7.00 AM and 11.00 PM. Assemblies are not allowed within 30
meter distance from the buildings of legislative, executive and judicial powers or local
authorities. Assemblies are not allowed within 20 meter distance from the buildings of
diplomatic and consular institutions. Organizers and participants must provide free access to
the above mentioned administrative buildings.

The text provides for a number of public spaces in which public assemblies are forbidden, as
follows:

close to the hazardous and noxious industries and facilities;

- bridges, viaducts, adjacent lanes of railways, oil and gas pipelines and high-voltage lines,
fire hazardous and explosive facilities;

- historical, cultural and archeological monuments; cemeteries and places of worship,
national reservations, wildlife sanctuaries and national parks, places of pilgrimage, which
are the property of pmr;

- buildings occupied by public and local authorities of the pmr;

- premises and areas with special security regime or armed guards.

3.5 Rights and obligations of organizers and participants
Articles 7, 13, 14, 19, 20, 30"

Organizers are obliged to submit a notification to the local administration body according to the
legal procedure. The organizer must carry on the assembly according to the terms and
conditions provided in the notification. Together with the representatives of the public
authorities, the organizer will provide the public order and the security of the citizens around
the assembly.

Organizers are entitled to undertake legal prior information campaign using media channels, to
distribute any graphic materials, to raise funds for the assembly and to take other actions in
order to prepare and conduct an assembly. Organizers can delegate representatives responsible
with logistics and other organizational obligations. The organizer must provide a written
confirmation for every one of these persons. Organizers and persons delegated with regulatory
functions must ware distinctive signs during the assemblies.
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In case the organizer decides to give up the organization of the assembly, the organizer must
stop the information campaign and inform the public about this decision.

Participants are obliged to meet every legitimate demand made by the organizer or by the
representatives of public authorities.

Any participant can freely express an opinion in accordance with the declared scope of
assembly without breaking the public order.

Acoustic and graphic means of expression can be used during an assembly.
Assemblies organised in the form of picketing are not allowed to use acoustic
amplification equipment. Visual requisite can not be used to delimitate the place
of assembly when it is held as a procession.

No one is allowed to carry weapons during assemblies except for the representatives of the
militia responsible with maintaining public order.

3.6 Responsibility, liability of organizers, participants
Articles 18 (4), 21, 29, 32

Organizers are responsible for good carry out of the assembly, maintaining public order in
cooperation with authorities. Organizers and participants will be hold responsible for breaching
the provisions of the current law and for not complying with the legal requests of the local
authorities in the procedures of ban and suspension of assemblies.

Any decision, action or inaction of the public authorities, of the organizer and others that
violate de right to freedom of assembly can be appealed in court.

We will further present the grounds for accountability for each of the stakeholders involved in a
public assembly, with references to legal texts that provide for coresponding sanctions.

3.7 Role of police and local authorities
Articles 10, 22, 23, 24, 25™"

Local administration’s role is to watch over the compliance with the provided procedures in the
organization / notification of assemblies and during the development of assemblies.

In case of any infringement with the legal provisions the public administration will take actions
to suspend, disperse, ban, postpone or change the place of the assembly according to the
specified procedures.

Local administration along with the local militia is due to take all the necessary measures to
respect freedom of assembly, to keep public order and to protect the integrity of the
participants and citizens.

Local administration and militia will keep control over assemblies via their specially delegated
representatives who are obliged to assist the notified assemblies.

Positive obligation of militia and local authorities
Articles 22, 23, 24, 27, 29**"

Public administration together with the militia forces is endued to ensure and facilitate the
assemblies and their peaceful manner.

Public administration has the obligation to create the conditions for holding an assembly. This
positive obligation includes providing free of charge public spaces, maintenance of public order,
regulation of circulation, medical assistance and other necessary actions during public
assemblies.

The administration representative is obliged to assist the assembly and to take an active role in
maintaining public order and security of citizens. Public administration representative
delegated no later than 2 days prior the event, takes an active role in the procedures for
suspension and ban of assembly.

Any action, inaction or decision of public authorities can be contested in court.

Public authorities have the obligation to examine any request targeting an assembly, to take
decisions and to inform the organizer on every taken decision affecting the assembly.

3.8 Ban, limitation, suspension, termination of assembly
Articles 6 (3), 16, 17, 18, 25, 31 ™"
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The right of citizens to freedom of assembly can be limited in case of state of emergency or
other special legal regime prescribed by law. Limitations to organization or holding assemblies
can only be imposed based on the “legal” acts.

Militia and local administration can take the decision on the ground for the assembly
suspension and termination.

Militia is allowed to check the participants for forbidden objects, after prior informing the
organizer, if it holds information about such objects being carried by the participants.

Ban (articles 11, 19(3), 22(1 b))*™*"

Substance — Grounds for banning assemblies are:
- the lack of a notification submitted within the provided period;
- existance of prior notified simultaneous assemblies;

- holding assemblies in forbidden places. The assembly is banned if the
notifiction provides as a place of assembly, any of the forbidden places
provided by the article 11 of the law.

Procedure — In case of a forbidden places or of a simultaneous assembly, the public
administration gives a written proposition to the organizer to change the place of the assembly,
no later than 3 day after receiving the notification. The organizer gives a written answer about
accepting or not the proposition, no later than 3 days prior to the date of assembly. The
assembly is banned if proposed changes are not agreed.

Suspension (article 16)

Substance - The assemblies can be suspended if during the assembly, participants caused public
disorders, which do not pose any threat to the health and lives of the participants.

Procedure - Step 1 - Public administration representative requires the organizer to eliminate the
cause of disorder.

Step 2 - If the organizer fails to eliminate the cause of disorder, the authorities are entitled to
suspend the assemblies until the disorder is eliminated.

Step 3 a - If the disorder is eliminated, upon the agreement between the public administration
representative and the organizer, the assembly may be resumed.

Step 3 b - If the violation has not been fixed in the time provided by the public administration
representative, then authorities are entitled to terminate the assembly,

Termination (articles 17, 18)
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Substance - Grounds for terminating an assembly are a real threat to life and health, state
security, as well as for physical assets and legal entities; and unlawful acts of participants and
intentional violation by the organizer of the assemblies’ law requirements.

Procedure - Step 1 — Public administration representative gives oral indications to the organizer
to terminate the assembly within a specified term. Public administration provides the organizer
with a written document mentioning the cause of termination, within 24 hours from the
moment when the decision was taken.

Step 2 — In case the organizer does not obey the indications, public administration
representatives gives the participant a second deadline to terminate the assembly

Step 3 — In case participants and organizer fail to terminate the assembly, local militia takes all
the necessary lawful measures to terminate the assembly.

Alternative Step - In case of riots, pogroms, arson and other cases requiring urgent action, the
authority doesn’t have the obligation to follow the previous steps or to provide an explanatory
document.

Failure from organizers or participants to respect indications of terminating gives militia
grounds to take the necessary legal measures to end the meeting.
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Comparative analysis with the international standards

The current section makes a comparative analysis of the provisions regulating the freedom of assembly in the left bank region of Republic of Molodva
with the international standards for freedom of assembly, based on the main issues of an assembly.

special security regime or armed guards”), the others
(“close to ...”) are ambiguous and can be used in an
extensive meaning for not allowing unwanted
assemblies.

The distance of 20 meters away from the buildings
of public authorities makes some assemblies to be
out of sight from their target audience. The
prohibition of sound equipment during picketings,
(20 meters away) puts it out of sound from their
target audience. Each of these regulations are
contrary to the logic and international standards of
freedom of assembly.

Time limitation is not acceptable. While the use of
some facility (sound equipment) could be restricted
during the night, no such limitation is acceptable for
the assembly itself.

Organization
al procedure

Notification of intent rather than a
request for permission

The procedure should not be onerous

The administration can warn the organizer about the
possibility of being prosecuted in accordance with the
law if it has any reason to assume that the objectives
and form of the planned assembly are not in
conformity with the Constitution of the pmr.

In case of religious assemblies, the organizer is due to
submit an aplication to receive a permission no later
than ten days before the assembly (the term is not

Partially compliable

The administration has a discretionary power to
warn the organizer about the possibility of being
prosecuted based only on assumptions. This legal
possibility can be used as a tool against unwanted
public assemblies in order to put pressure on the
organizers. It is not clearly stated what criteria the
assumptions should be based on. The provision
leaves room for subjective interpretation of the
public administration.

The possibility of authorities of not allowing
assemblies in forbidden places or later notified
simultaneous assemblies (even if the place and
message allows it to) is equivalent with an
authorization function for the authorities.

The law provides a gradual procedure for
intervention of representatives of local
administration and local militia in order to suspend,
terminate or use force in case of breaking public
order and escalation of violence by the participants
or organizers of an assembly.

Partially compliable

Criteria used for banning assemblies in forbidden
places is objectionable based on the reasons given in
the section referring to places of assemblies.

Peacefull simultaneous assemblies should be
allowed if the place, time and manner allows it to.

The formal procedure for suspension and
termination of assembly is consistent to the
international standards, and allows the dispersal
only as a measure of last resort.
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Conclusions

The framework of the formal provisions regulating the freedom of assembly in the
left bank region of Republic of Moldova, has been changing perriodicaly in the past
years, gradually adapting the formal framework to the international human rights
standards of freedom of assembly. The provisions in force at the moment provide a
more human rights compliable framework than ten years ago. The identified
improvements relate mainly to the organizational procedure, and to the less
intrusive role of the public authorities.

The analysis of the main aspects of the formal provisions have identified a
framework partially compliable with human rights international standards of
freedom of assembly. The main inconsistences with the human rights standards rely
in the following provisions:

- non citizens are forbiden to organize assemblies - only citizens have this right
as contrary to the human rights standards that provide for the right of every person to
organize assemblies;

- no procedure is provided for persons under 18 years old to organize
assemblies - special procedures allowing the underaged persons should be provided;

- individuals can be prohibited to take part in assemblies if they correspond
to some listed conditions - while most of the conditions are consistent with the
international standards (“armed persons, persons disturbing public order ...”), some
other conditions (“persons masked otherwise, persons carrying objects that can be
used to hurt other persons”) are vague and can be excessively applied to block the
participation of peacefull persons who have no intention to change the peacefull
manner of the assembly.

- spontaneous assemblies are not allowed - exceptions from the regular procedure
should be provided for spontaneous assemblies;

- simultaneous assemblies are not allowed, organizers of later notified
assemblies are given the choice to change the time or the place of the assembly
- simultaneous assemblies should be allowed if the place and time allows it for more
than one assembly to take place;

- religious assemblies are required an authorisation procedure by a special
law - while religious assemblies could be requlated separately they should be allowed
the same range of freedom as the non-religious assemblies;

- assemblies are prohibited in some public spaces and at distance from a
category of public buildings - no limitation for public spaces should be imposed;

- duration of assemblies is limited (between 7.00 AM and 11.00 PM) - no
limitation for the duration of assemblies should be imposed;



- assemblies are banned based on a non-univocal list of prohibited places -
some of the places are ambiguous and the others determine the assemblies to take place
out of sight from their target audience;

- the use of sound equipment is prohibited during picketing - coroborated with
the above mentioned limitation this puts the assembly out of sight from their target
audience;

The text of the law corresponds apparently to the international standards of human
rights, but it contains ambiguous formulations which are capable of seriously
violating the freedom of assmebly of targeted individuals.

Six Guiding Principles:

Principle 1. Presumption in favor of holding assemblies. As a fundamental right, freedom of peaceful assembly should,
insofar as possible, be enjoyed without regulation. Anything not expressly forbidden in law should be presumed to be
permissible, and those wishing to assemble should not be required to obtain permission to do so. A presumption in favor of
the freedom should be clearly and explicitly established in law.

Principle 2. The state’s duty to protect peaceful assembly. It is the responsibility of the state to put in place adequate
mechanisms and procedures to ensure that the freedom of assembly is enjoyed in practice and is not subject to unduly
bureaucratic regulation.

Principle 3. Legality. Any restrictions imposed must have a formal basis in law. The law itself must be compatible with
international human rights law, and it must be sufficiently precise to enable an individual to assess whether or not his or
her conduct would be in breach of the law, and what the consequences of such breaches would likely be.

Principle 4. Proportionality. Any restrictions imposed on freedom of assembly must be proportional. The least intrusive
means of achieving the legitimate objective being pursued by the authorities should always be given preference. The
dispersal of assemblies may only be a measure of last resort. The principle of proportionality thus requires that authorities
not routinely impose restrictions that would fundamentally alter the character of an event, such as routing marches
through outlying areas of a city. The blanket application of legal restrictions tends to be overly inclusive and thus fails the
proportionality test because no consideration is given to the specific circumstances of the case in question.

Principle 5. Good administration. The public should know which body is responsible for taking decisions about the
regulation of freedom of assembly, and this must be clearly stated in law. The regulatory authority should ensure that the
general public has adequate access to reliable information, and it should operate in an accessible and transparent manner.

Principle 6. Non-discrimination.
a. Freedom of peaceful assembly is to be enjoyed equally by everyone. In regulating freedom of assembly, the relevant

authorities must not discriminate against any individual or group on any ground such as race, color, sex, language, religion,
political or other opinion, national or social origin, property, birth, or other status. The freedom to organize and participate
in public assemblies must be guaranteed to both individuals and corporate bodies; to members of minority and indigenous
groups; to both nationals and non-nationals (including stateless persons, refugees, foreign nationals, asylum seekers,
migrants, and tourists); to both women and men; and to persons without full legal capacity, including persons with mental
iliness.

b. The law must recognize the child’s right to participate in and organize peaceful assemblies. With due regard to the
evolving capacity of the child, the right of children to organize an assembly may be subject to restrictions such as a certain
minimum age for organizers or a requirement that the consent of their parents or legal guardians be obtained.
